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GENERAL AGREEMENT FOR COLLABORATION
BETWEEN

UNIVERSITY OF CONCEPCION, CHILE

AND

THE REGENTS OF THE UNIVERSITY OF CALIFORNIA

The UNIVERSITY OF CONCEPCION, CHILE (UCONC), and THE REGENTS OF
THE UNIVERSITY OF CALIFORNIA (UC), represented by the University of
California, Davis Campus (UC Davis), also referred as Parties in this Agreement, sign this
General Agreement of Cooperation (Agreement) with the purpose of establishing an academic
and research collaboration on Science & Technology.

WHEREAS, UCONC has scientific and technical expertise, and resources related to food &
agricultural sciences, and

WHEREAS, UC Davis has scientific and technical expertise and resources related to the
applications of physical (i.e. pulsed power, electronic, etc) technologies in food, agriculture,
and the environment, and

WHEREAS, UCONC and UC Davis have common objectives in these areas and shall benefit
from collaborative interactions, and

WHEREAS, UCONC and UC Davis wish to enhance their abilities to improve their basic
sciences and technologies in these areas, and

WHEREAS, this Agreement is focused on research and development, education & training,
and technology transfer projects to be originated at UCONC and UC Davis, and
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WHEREAS, the main objective of this Agreement is to establish viable, funded project(s)
which will be initiated and executed in collaboration,

NOW THEREFORE, UCONC and UC Davis mutually agree as follows:

L DEFINITIONS, GENERAL AND SPECIFIC OBJECTIVES

Scope of Collaborative Projects. In accordance with this Agreement, the
collaborating institutions will establish collaborative projects in the areas of
food, agricultural and environmental sciences. Research projects may include
basic and/or applied investigations, education & training may include scientific
visits, workshops, seminars, courses and conferences, while technology transfer
would be limited to technologies developed or being developed by either
institution.

General Objectives. In accordance with this Agreement, the general objectives
of this Agreement are:

A To promote a free and efficient exchange of information and results that
will mutually benefit the establishment of collaborations through
Research, Education and Training and/or Technology Transfer

Programs;

B. To establish a project-planning process and a method of obtaining funds
for the projects from national, international sources; and

N If a process is scientifically, technically, economically and legally
feasible, to establish a plan for commercialization of this technology for
Chilean industries.

Specific Objectives. The specific objectives of this Agreement are mutually
agreeable expectations to be set by the Parties for scientific and technical
innovations in areas of mutual benefit and interest. These objectives will be
defined by goals set for specific projects to be coordinated and established by
the Parties.
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RESPONSIBILITIES AND DUTIES

The roles of the Parties in this Agreement will depend on the individual characteristics,
objectives and place of execution of individual Projects. In general, administrative
leadership will be placed on the institution (UCONC or UC Davis) which is more
directly responsible for direct funding source(s) for project(s).

Administrative leadership will exercised by a Project Director.

Scientific leadership will be exercised primarily by the institution offering a
scientific/technical innovation to be evaluated and/or transferred through activities
related to this Agreement.

A Project(s) Director(s) will be named by mutual agreement. Other responsibilities
and duties are described below.

2.01  University of Concepcion, Chile. UCONC will be responsible for:

A. Project administration (if required), managing resources and maintaining
communication and coordination with the other Party, the Scientific
Director, the principal and collaborating investigators and other
administrators associated with a Project;

B. The establishment of an experimental plan to develop the scientific and
technical data needed to accomplish the Project’s general and specific
objectives;

C. The establishment on a timely basis, of a research contract (sub-
contract) with UC Davis and with the other Parties, as needed;

D. The assignment of adequate physical space and facilitating access to
personnel and equipment(s) required to execute the experimental plan
and the training programs needed to complete the Project;

E. Providing, in coordination with the principal investigators, the necessary
support to inform and document the status and the results of Project(s),
as required and/or needed; and

F. In coordination with UC Davis, establishment, execution and supervision
of a Technology Transfer and Training Program (if needed), in
accordance with Article 1.02 C of this Agreement.

2.02 University of California, Davis. UC Davis will be responsible for:

A.

The provision of scientific and/or administrative leadership as required
by the Project(s) and the support needed, including an adequate
management and use of the resources provided in direct collaboration
and communication with the principal and collaborating investigators
and the administrative staff;

The establishment of an experimental working plan to develop the
scientific and technical data needed to accomplish the general and
specific objectives of a collaborative Project(s);

The provision of the technical support, equipment and space available
for the Project(s) for use in the experimental and training tasks as
outlined in a research contract (or sub-contract) to be executed with
LCOMC:

If required, the establishment of an educational and training program on
the pulsed UV technologies for the visiting scientists participating in a
Project(s), in conformance with a research contract (sub-contract) to be
executed with UCONC;

Providing written documentation and reports on the status of a Project
to the Director(s), supporting the information and documentation tasks
of a Project and submitting the results and status as needed and/or
required by funding agencies or institutions;

FINANCIAL RESPONSIBILITIES

Unless addressed otherwise in subsequent project-specific agreements between the
Parties, each Party is responsible for financing its own activities related to this

Agreement.

MANAGEMENT PLAN
